Mass media.

Mass media play a great and very important role in the life of a modern
man. Mass communications are reflection of society. They mould public opinion,
raise vital problems. Besides, media educate and entertain.

TV is a habit-forming drug impossible to resist. It dominates family life.
Millions of people watch TV in the evenings or in the day time. They switch on the
TV set and choose the program they like best. There are various television pro-
grams: political programs, programs about industry and agriculture, programs of
music, poetry songs; the TV clubs, sports programs and many others. People watch
TV to be well informed, to be more cultured. On the other hand, TV may be con-
sidered as a permanent background noise. Some pupils do their homework in front
of the TV-set. Others rush their homework so they can watch TV. So the quality of
the work is affected. Many children no longer read books. They want everything to



be as fast and entertaining as TV. Authorities on that problem say that TV leads to
a drop in the child’s creativity. TV may lead to poor health, lack of sleep, eye-
strain. Such problems are related to grown-ups too. People begin to forget the art
of conversation. They sit glued to the television screen instead of visiting their
friends and relations.

There is practically no family that does not receive one or two newspapers.
Reading a newspaper you can get information about the events that have taken or
are going to take place in our country and abroad. One can also read articles about
historical events and public figures of the past. The pages of newspaper carry arti-
cles on economy, industry and agriculture. Correspondents from all parts of the
country report on the achievements in science, medicine. Practically all newspaper
also give radio and TV programs, weather forecasts. Sometimes you can read some
sensational or extraordinary material. Besides, there exist tabloid press or yellow
press which carries articles of low taste and often distorts news.
